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CASE - METHOD AS A MEANS OF INCREASING THE EFFICIENCY OF
FOREIGN LANGUAGES

The article highlights the use of case-method in the learning process, which is widely used
in the study of foreign languages in the western countries and becomes widespread in
educational institutions of Ukraine. The aim of case-method is not simply to transfer knowledge
but to cope with the unique and unusual situations with which we deal with in real life. The case-
method and means of developing high-quality cases in foreign language in the classroom are
analyzed. The cases encourage students to collaboration and cooperation and have the following
structural components: Background (Introduction), Creative Task (Creative Activity),
Communicative Workshop (Workshop communication). Main principles which deal with
effectiveness of the teacher”s work are determined. Besides the method of "steps" on the
identification and selection of questions (problems) for efficient use of the case-method is
proposed. In conclusion it is necessary to say the work with cases in the classroom in a foreign
language allows to apply theoretical knowledge to solve practical problems, helps to develop
students' independent thinking, linking theory with practice. The work with cases is creative and
is a determiner of the high level of teaching.
